Jacob: Genesis 27:18-19 He went to his father and said “My father.” “Yes, my
son” he answered “who is it”? Jacob said to his father "I am Esau your firstborn. I
have done as you have told me. Please sit up and eat some of my game so that
you may give me your blessing”

¢ David: Committed immoral sin with Bath-Sheba, 2 Samuel 11

¢ Amnon: Committed immoral sin with Tamar, 2 Samuel 13:14, “But he refused to
listen to her, and since he was stronger than she, he raped her.”

2. As A Leader - Others Will Follow Your Good Example
¢ Noah: Genesis 6:5 The Lord saw how great man’s wickedness on the earth had
become, and that every inclination of the thoughts of man’s heart was only evil all
of the time.

Genesis 6:9 This is the account of Noah. Noah was a righteous man, blameless
among the people of his time, and he walked with God.
